Highly Qualified Teaching (HQT) status in math may be achieved through the following methods:

· Valid Idaho teaching certificate AND one of the following:
· Approved out-of-state, content-specific test OR letter indicating HQT status from another state
· State-approved alternative certification program (ABCTE)
· Met “High, Objective, Uniform State Standards Evaluation (HOUSSE) before July 1, 2008 or special education/rural – 
· Note:  The HOUSSE rubric cannot be used for the first assignment in special education secondary content areas)
· National Board for Professional Teaching Standards (Secondary Content) www.nbpts.org

· Note: Secondary content area only, not applicable to elementary content 
· Undergraduate major or equivalent 30 credits 
· Note: minimum 30 credits in content area (not applicable to elementary)
· Graduate degree in core subject matter area 
· Note: minimum 30 credits in content area (not applicable to Elementary)
· Competency test in the core content area -- Praxis II 
· 0061 OR 5061 OR 5161
