 LEPX Monitoring Plan

Students who meet the exiting criteria will be placed in LEPX1 monitoring status for one year.  The following year, these students will be placed in LEPX2 monitoring status for an additional year.  All LEPX students will be monitored at least twice per year to ascertain that they are maintaining fluent English proficiency allowing them to fully participate in the mainstream education program.

Monitoring Procedures:

1. An LEPX Monitoring team is formed at each school with LEPX students, consisting of a principal, instructional coach, counselor, LEP Coordinator, LEP staff person, and mainstream teacher.  Whenever an LEPX student is also receiving special education services, the student’s special education case manager will also be invited.

2. A team meeting will be scheduled within two weeks of the end of the current semester, to examine each student’s progress.  

3. Before the meeting:

1. The LEP Coordinator will provide the instructional coach or LEP staff person with the LEPX list so that grades can be checked in the school information system.

2. LEPX students will receive the LEPX Student Survey to be collected by their homeroom teacher.

4. Presented to the team during the meeting (as appropriate to the grade level):  
1. Core (reading, language, math, science, social studies) grades 
2. Spring: the student’s unofficial ISAT scores, IRI Scores
3. Fall:  student’s official ISAT and IELA scores, IRI Scores
4. Winter: IRI Scores

5. Student surveys 

5. A secretary for the team will mark the LEPX Monitoring Checklist for each student to be used to record the team’s decisions and to be placed in the student’s cumulative file and LEP file.

6. Successful students will continue as LEPX until the next meeting.  The completed Checklist attached to the student survey will be placed in the cumulative and LEP student files.  A successful student is defined as having:

· all core grades at a C- or better 

· and at least Basic on Reading and Language Usage ISAT tests

· and an LEPX Student Survey of at least 8 pts elementary or 12 points secondary
If Successful:  STOP HERE
7. Struggling students will be investigated to attempt to determine if language is causing the student’s academic difficulties.  A struggling student is defined as having:
· a D or F in any core subject

· or Below Basic on Reading or Language Usage ISAT tests or less than a 3 on the IRI
· or a LEPX Student Survey tabulated at 11 points or lower
· Members of the team will be chosen to collect additional data on any students being investigated.  The data collected may/should include:

· Teacher input

· Parent input

· Guidance records

· Attendance history

· Benchmark scores (elementary)

· Progress monitoring (elementary)

· Quarterly assessment scores (secondary only)

· Promotion status (Middle schools only)

· Re-test on the IELA Placement Test

· The team will meet again within two weeks to determine if the student should be placed back into the LEP program and the decision noted on the Monitoring Checklist.  
· If determined to be LEP again the student’s schedule will be changed and parents notified.  (Parent input/agreement will already be obtained in the investigation phase.)
