___Title I, Part A - Improving Basic Programs Title I, Part A, provides supplementary instruction by public school teachers or through a third-party contractor to students who are educationally disadvantaged and failing or most at risk of failing to meet the challenging academic standards and who live in participating public school attendance areas.

___Title I, Part C – Migrant Education 
Migrant Education provides financial assistance to improve education for migrant children. 

___Title II, Part A – Supporting Effective Instruction
Supporting Effective Instruction provides assistance for preparing, training, recruiting and retaining high quality teachers. Private school teachers, principals, and other educational personnel are eligible to participate in professional development activities to the extent that the LEA uses funds to provide for professional development. 

___Title III, Part A – English Learner and Immigrant Students 
The Language Instruction for English Learner and Immigrant Students program provides funds for helping EL students attain English proficiency and meet the same challenging State academic standards required of all students.

___Title IV, Part B – 21st Century Community Learning Centers
