Engagement or Involvement?
ôInvolvementõcomes from the Latin, ôinvolvere,õ which means ôto roll intoõ and by 

extension implies wrapping up or enveloping parents somehow into the systemó . 

Parents who are òinvolvedó serve the schoolõs agenda by doing the things educators 

ask or expect them to do ðvolunteering at school, parenting in positive ways, and 

supporting and assisting their children at home with their schoolwork ðwhile 

knowledge, voice and decision-making continue to rest with the educators (Pushor, 

2001).

Parents are asked by educators to serve as òaudience, spectators, fund raisers, aides, 

organizersó (McGilp & Michael, 1994, p. 2). It is most often the role of parents to carry 

out the tasks professional educators determine to be needed.



1. Parenting

2. Communicating

3. Supporting the School

4. Learning at Home

5. Decision Making

6. Collaborating with the Community

While useful, this model maintains the hierarchical structure of schools, where school 

personnel maintain power and authority, and the focus remains on what parents can do 

for the school.

Epsteinõs (1995) comprehensive parent involvement

framework is well-known and highly regarded 

within educational communities.

Research Indicates the Top 5 Reasons 

to Engage Parents are:

1. Research shows that when parents are engaged students have:

a) Higher grades, test scores and graduation rates

b) Better attendance

c) Increased motivation and self-esteem

d) Lower rates of suspension

e) Decreased use of drugs & alcohol

f) Fewer instances of violent behavior

2. Family participation in education is twice as predictive of studentõs 

academic success as family SES



3.  School benefits through:

a) Improved teacher morale

b) Higher ratings of teachers by parents

c) More support

d) Better reputation in the community

e) Higher student achievement

4. Parent engagement leads to feeling of ownership and greater support of 

the school.

5. Parents express a genuine and deep-seated desire to help their children 

succeed academically regardless of differences in socioeconomic status,  

race, ethnicity or cultural background.
