1. Where do we find the Early Childhood Transition Data Collection?

ANSWER:

2. What is my password?
ANSWER:  Use the password assigned for the Part B Application process. If you don’t know the password, request it from Pam at: PBSchmidt@sde.idaho.gov. 
3. How can I tell if my report has been accepted after I click on the “Save & Final Submit”?
ANSWER: Click on “Final Submit” again. You will see the following message in green font: “Your data has been submitted for review.”  

4. Do we include students who transitioned from the Infant Toddler Program (ITP) but have now left the district? 
ANSWER:  Yes, include all children born during those dates if they received ITP services prior to age 3 and then transitioned into your district.
5. On the website, item 1 asks for: “Number of children referred by the Infant Toddler program prior to age 3.” Do we include children for whom we received a referral after age 3? 

ANSWER:  Yes, include all children who received services from ITP for whom you should have been notified before they turned 3, and then on item #10, list ITP failure as the reason for the late transition.
6. Do we include students who move in from another state very close to their 3rd birthday?

ANSWER:  No, count only those referred by the Idaho Infant Toddler Program, with whom districts have an interagency agreement.

7. Who should report a child that is receiving services from ISDB?

ANSWER:  Both the local school district and ISDB should be involved in the transition process, but the district that counts the child for Child Count should report the EC transition.
8. We have children who were in a neighboring district when they turned 3.  The IEP/IFSP was not in place by the 3rd birthday last spring.  The children moved to our district this fall and are on our December 1 count.  Do we report the transition data or does the other district report?

ANSWER:  The district that should have been notified by the ITP must report this transition data. In this scenario, your neighboring district must report the transition. 
9. A transition meeting is held and the referral is sent to an ECSE site, but the parent then chooses not to go through with Eligibility Determination and an IEP prior to the 3rd birthday, then decides to use the district services after the 3rd birthday. Do we count that as a transition from ITP? 

ANSWER:  
To be considered in the transition process there is a paper trail with documentation - it is very important that your paper trail documents the circumstances.  The parent initially agreed to letting the ITP notify the district, so a district representative attended the transition meeting for the child - but did the parent ever engage in the referral process by signing a consent to evaluate - this is the form, that starts the clock ticking as a formal referral – 60 days.  
The technicality here is a referral vs  notification by the ITP to the district. 
 

 -Parents have to sign to give the district permission to evaluate for special education eligibility.  The parent may sign the consent to evaluate and then change their mind and cancel the appointment to do the evaluation or
-In some cases the Infant-Toddler Program may have already completed an evaluation that would be used to determine eligibility and the parent would have signed consent to share the results of that evaluation with the district, but then the parent does not want to participate in creating an IEP.  

 

Where would this child fall in this discussion- where did the parent decide not to move forward with Part B eligibility/services- the first time?  -

· If it was before signing consent to evaluate - then it would not be considered  a true referral
· If it was after signing consent to evaluate - then it would be under reason late  - parent scheduling issue #10 on our collection form.
9.  Item  # 3 “Timely Eligibility Decision” on the data report.  
	3. 
	Timely eligibility decision: Of those found NOT eligible, number of eligibility decisions made on, or prior to, the child's 3rd birthday. 


How would you define a child who doesn't complete eligibility?  We have kids who move out of the district during the process or parents choose not to follow through.  Do those kinds of cases fit in #3?  

ANSWER:  The children that need to be captured in Item number # 3 (above) are those children that were found NOT eligible for Part B services. This implies the child completed the eligibility process and was determined not eligible by the child’s 3rd birthday.
10.  The district met with parents prior to child’s 3rd birthday and gave consent to use the IFSP as the initial IEP.  (This should be documented on the bottom of 430b.) On his 3rd birthday, the child begins attending the district ECSE program. About four weeks later, we met with the parents and developed an IEP. The start date of service was the date of the initial IEP meeting. This may appear that the child had a break in service(s) because that IEP reflects a date that is multiple weeks after the child's 3rd birthday.  If one looks at that IEP and doesn't look back at the documentation showing the parent's signature to use the IFSP at the time of eligibility determination, it doesn't look like services were provided without a break. 

ANSWER:  Look back at the documentation showing the parent's signature to use the IFSP at the time of eligibility determination and give yourself credit for a timely transition.
