	Using SDE-provided evaluation rubrics, review assigned materials remotely during a nine-week open review period. Anticipate roughly a 10-20-hour time commitment per title. (For K-12 teachers, reviews must be conducted while not on school time.)  

	5. Virtual Check-In Meetings
	Attend two (2) virtual check-in meetings during the open review period (April 10-June 5, 2020).   

	6. Consensus Review
	Attend the in-person Consensus Review meeting in Boise June 8-10, 2020.


Compensation:
A $300.00 honorarium will be given upon completion of all requirements. Review team members also get to keep all curriculum reviewed. Professional Development credits will be available to review team members and the cost of the credits will be deducted from the honorarium. Travel reimbursement, hotel, and meals will be provided by the SDE. Travel compensation will be determined based on the reviewer’s city of residence.
Minimum Qualifications:
This invitation is open to individuals who meet the following minimum criteria:
· Idaho certification
· Idaho educator with experience teaching in content area(s) specified in call.
