Our local reopening plans reflect a sincere and intentional effort to educate while keeping our students, staff, and our communities healthy.  We acknowledge that uncertainty causes families, students, and staff a high level of stress.  The planning efforts schools are currently undertaking will help to lessen the uncertainty in the fall.
The goal of face-to-face, classroom education depends on a critical partnership between school and home. Just like every other aspect of home and school relationships, we ask for your help in protecting students, promoting academic achievement and supporting emotional well-being. Schools can do many things, but we cannot do it alone.  
We will:
1. Maintain clean schools
2. Monitor student/faculty wellness at school
3. Make wise decisions based on the best and most current information available from local and state public health officials.
4. Keep you informed as the situation continues to change.

We ask that you 
1. Learn about your school’s plans
2. Make arrangements for child care in case your child needs to stay home from school (14 days)
a. Know the symptoms and take the temperature of your child prior to coming to school (100.4 stays home)
3. Keep children home if they have been exposed to COVID-19, per state guidelines
4. Arrange rapid pick-up of a student if he/she becomes ill at school
5. Contact us first if you have concerns or questions

We all want an educational experience that provides for the needs of your student. We must work together to do that. Our ability to educate well depends on the decisions of individuals, and we ask for your help, recognizing the burdens families are carrying at this time.
